ACC is an identification doc-
ument issued to registered
Afghan nationals by Nadra
According to the UN’s
International Organisation for
Migration (IOM), ACC gives
temporary legal status to
AfEllans during their stay in
Pakistan.

However, the federal govern-
ment makes the decision on
the duration for which the
ACC would remain valid.
Afghan nationals who have a
Proof of Registration Card
(PoR), which allows them to
stay anywhere in Pakistan
legally, will be repatriated in
the second phase of the plan
They would be “moved out” of
Islamabad and Rawalpindi,
but wouldn't be deported
immediately, sources said,
adding that the cabinet had
allowed POR-holding Afghans
to remain in the country till
June. The total number of
Afghans living in Pakistan
with PoR and ACC is estimat-
ed to be 1.3 million and
700,000, respectively.

US, Philippine aircraft patrol disputed
shoal region guarded by China

Manila (PTI): US and
Philippine fighter aircraft
staged a joint patrol and train-
ing Tuesday over a disputed
South China Sea shoal where
Chinese fighter jets fired flares
last year to drive away a
Philippine aircraft, Philippine
officials said.

The joint patrol and air-inter-
cept drills over the hotly dis-
puted Scarborough Shoal off
the northwestern Philippines
were the first by the longtime
treaty allies since US President
Donald Trump took office
again,

concerns among Washington's

Two US Air Force B-1 bomber

Russian attacks near Ukraine’s nuclear
sites raise preparedness concerns

Mnscow's renewed attacks on
Ukraine’s electricity infrastruc-
ture this winter have heightened scruti-
ny over the Ukrainian Energy Ministry's
failure to protect the country’s most crit-
ical energy facilities near nuclear power
sites.

Despite more than a year of warnings
that the sites were vulnerable to poten-
tial Russian attacks, the Energy Ministry
failed to act swiftly, current and former
Ukrainian officials in Kyiv told The
Associated Press. Two years of punish-
ing Russian strikes on its power grid
have left Ukraine reliant on nuclear
power for more than half of its electric-
ity generation. Especially vulnerable are
the unprotected nuclear switchyards
